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PUBLICATION POLICY

Yildirirm Beyazit Law Review is an internationally
refereed journal that is published semiannually.

Articles written in Turkish, German, French, and
English may be published in the journal.

The Editorial Board may decide to dedicate an issue to
a specific theme, publish a commemorative issue, or
publish a ‘Special Issue.’

Manuscripts submitted for review are considered to be
“final versions”. Therefore, the authors guarantee that
they have reviewed the manuscripts before
submission, approve them for publication as
submitted, and accept the citation rules of the journal.
The Editorial Board reserve the right to refuse
manuscripts that do not conform with the scientific or
ethical criteria or the submission guideline or include
misspelling above average in any stage. For the
rejected unqualified manuscripts, a referee assessment
form is sent to the authors via ‘DergiPark’.
Unqualified manuscripts are not sent back to the
authors.

After the first review of the Editorial Board, the
submitted manuscripts are sent to at least two blind
referees for evaluation, without the authors’ name.
Upon the correction requests of the referees, the
authors can only make the required corrections based
on the referees’ reports. Following these corrections,
if compulsory, the referees may review the
manuscripts again. If one referee assessment is
affirmative and the other referee assessment is
negative, the Editorial Board has the right to send the
manuscript to a third referee. If a member of the
Editorial Board submits a manuscript to the journal,
the author is not included in the publication process.

The Editorial Board holds the right to decide on the
number of the studies that have previously been
accepted for publication in an issue and in which issue
to publish the manuscripts, in accordance with the
varieties of the topics and branches. The authors are
informed about this decision and the underlying
reasons. Furthermore, one author cannot have multiple
articles published in the same issue. In case multiple
manuscripts are submitted by an author, the
submissions will be evaluated for subsequent issues
based on their chronological order. This rule also
applies to all multi-authored manuscripts.

The submitted manuscripts are evaluated by the
Editorial Board, taking into account the number of
articles in the relevant issue, topics, and fields, to
decide whether they will be published in the current
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issue, provided that the peer review processes are
completed.

If the refereed reviews are not completed on time, the
submitted manuscripts will be considered for the next
issue/issues.

The submitted manuscripts should be more than
3,000 words and less than 12.000 words. The
manuscripts should consist of an abstract (typically
150-250 words) and 5-10 keywords. If the text is in
Turkish, then the title, the abstract, and the keyword
should also be in English, German, or French. The
abstract and the keywords will be reviewed, and if
needed, the required changes will be made by the
Language Editors. The changes will be reported to the
authors.

The submitted manuscripts should not be published
elsewhere nor submitted to other journals for
publication.

The following rights remain reserved to the authors:
legal and ethical responsibilities including
administrative, scientific, and copyright
responsibilities and criminal liabilities of the
published manuscripts. In submitted translations, the
authors’ - and if necessary other copyright owners’-
consent is sent to the YBLR simultaneously.
Including the copyright responsibility, all the
responsibility of the published translation belongs to
the translator.

The YBLR requires the submission of manuscripts
via https://dergipark.org.tr/en/pub/ybuhukuk. In this

submission, the authors should also submit their
ORCID numbers, degrees, mission agencies, contact
addresses, phone numbers, and e-mails on a separate
document.

The acceptance of a submitted manuscript for
publication will be decided by the Editorial Board
according to the blind referee reports and the Editorial
Board’s review. The acceptance and rejection
decision will be delivered to the authors via
‘Dergipark’.

The submitted manuscripts’ authors accept to waive
the rights to adapt, make copies, and distribute copies
of the studies to Ankara Yildirim Beyazit University.
The accepted manuscripts for publishment’s all
publication rights, including publishing the studies on
the internet, belongs to the Ankara Yildirim Beyazit
University.

The submitted manuscripts’ authors accept not to
receive any royalty or other payment.
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In addition to articles, book reviews, legislative
assessments, and informative remarks can be
published on the Review. The acceptance or rejection
decision of such manuscripts belongs to the Editorial
Board.

Evaluation Process of Reviewers

Two reviewers are appointed for research articles and
one for translation articles. These reviewers are
determined by the field editors. In the appointment of
reviewers, it is ensured that there is no conflict of
interest with the research, authors and/or those who
support the research.

In determining the reviewers, it is required that they
have studies in the field of the article or are competent
in the relevant field.

More than one of the reviewers cannot belong to the
same institution as the authors.

If the authors are academics, the reviewers are
selected among academics with a higher title. In cases
where it is difficult to find reviewers in terms of
subject matter, people with equivalent or lower
academic titles can also be appointed as reviewers.
Double blind peer review is adopted by YBLR.
Reviewers are expected to respond to the YBLR’s
invitation within 7 days. If necessary, the deadline is
extended by 5 days. The deadline is extended at most
twice. Invitations that are not accepted or directly
rejected within the deadline are canceled by the editor
or assistant editors through the system. In this case,
the editor or assistant editors can send a review
invitation to another reviewer.

After the decision of acceptance, the reviewer can
access the anonymized manuscript file and the
reviewing form through their ‘DergiPark’ account.

If the reviewer does not consider himself/herself
competent in the subject matter of the manuscript or
is unlikely to be able to provide timely feedback,
he/she should inform the editor and his/her assistants
and should request the reviewing process be canceled.
Reviewers are obliged to fill in the reviewer
evaluation form truthfully and provide a reasonably
adequate scientific evaluation.

Articles must be found suitable for publication by at
least two reviewers. Reviewers may request minor or
major revisions to the article. In this case, the author
is asked to revise the article in accordance with the
reviewers' comments. In case of minor revision, the

revised article is checked by the relevant assistant
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editor. In case of major revision, the article is
resubmitted to the same reviewer, and he/she is
requested to decide on the suitability of the revised
version for publication.

Articles that are not deemed suitable for publication
by both reviewers are not published. If one of the
reviewers deems the article unsuitable for
publication, the article may be rejected by the
editorial board or sent to a third reviewer, taking into
account the comments of the other reviewer on the
article. The field editor decides whether the article is
suitable for publication in line with the opinions of the
third reviewer.

Reviewers and editorial board members cannot
discuss articles with other people. Reviewers keep all
information about submitted manuscripts
confidential.

If the reviewers notice any copyright infringement or
plagiarism, they are required to report the situation to
the editor or his/her assistants immediately.
Reviewers are evaluated through the ‘DergiPark’
system based on criteria such as timeliness and
performance. Comments that are not in accordance
with scientific genre and politeness are blocked by the

editor or assistant editors.
